     There was an incredible turnout of Voters dur-

ing our 18 days of Early Voting.  Of the 12,766 

Votes cast for the General Election, 2,440 votes 

were cast during the early voting period.  That 

number grew from the 868 Early Votes cast during 

the Primary 2006 Election.  With Early Voting 

catching on, even more voters are expected at the 

Polls for the 2008 Elections.  Early Voting is a 

great way to ensure your ballot is cast in the event 

that  you cannot make it to the polls on Election 

Day or if you are traveling out of the County and 

want to avoid filing an absentee ballot.  
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    In January, many of you will be looking in your mailbox for    

either a 1099 or W-2 from the County Clerk’s office if you 

worked during the Primary or General Elections.   The only Poll 

Workers that will receive a W-2 are those that worked during 

the Primary Election, Early Voting and Canvassing.    

    The Payroll office changed it’s payment process for Poll 

Workers for the General Election, therefore, you will not receive 

a W-2 for the General Election.  If you worked for the both the 

Primary and General Election, your W-2 will only reflect your 

earnings for the primary election.
